EXPRESSION OF INTEREST (EOI)

I	PURPOSE
The CTLT Affiliates Programme is designed to bring about the following goals:
1. develop faculty members who are able to lead and facilitate educational change by enhancing their leadership towards professional learning through partnership with CTLT;
1. bring new perspectives to the work of CTLT through immersing and working closely with academic developers on our programs, workshops, initiatives related to teaching and learning and other aspects of academic development work in the Centre; and 
1. promote greater outreach by fostering, mentoring and sharing good practices with peers, colleagues and the wider NUS community. 

The Affiliates will collaborate and work closely with CTLT academic developers (may include other colleagues) to plan and co-develop projects in strategic professional learning areas such as:
· existing CTLT programmes and initiatives
· local programme/initiative within the Faculty/Department with CTLT support
· new CTLT session/workshop/e-courses
· inquiry project

II	ELIGIBILITY
Application is open to all faculty teaching members of NUS with at least 5 years of teaching experience. This is a 1-year programme, with the possibility of renewal on a case-by-case basis.
Participation should be endorsed by the Dean, Vice Dean or Head of Department and CTLT to be notified of their support of the faculty member serving in this role.





III 	SELECTION CRITERIA AND SUPPORT
a.	Applicant should have carefully thought through the following:
· Have a clear focus or goal of the project which will promote and enhance teaching and learning in NUS.
· Adopt an evidence-based approach to plan, develop and implement the initiative. 
· Feasibility of the project in relation to resources, context and personal workload.
· Collaborative approach to ensure the success of the project. 

b.	CTLT support:
· There will be a need to match the interest of the applicant with the expertise of academic developers in CTLT. 
· CTLT will provide the necessary resources to enable the implementation of the initiative.
· Academic developers (and other relevant colleagues) will work closely with applicants to ensure the success of the project.


IV	APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
